Adult Acrylics: 
This workshop series is geared towards intro-level participants wishing to learn 
the basics of painting in acrylics. If you always wanted to learn how to paint, now 
is your chance.

We will focus on reproducing what we see on the page in 
graphite, charcoal and other media. Again, this is a beginner class. However, if 
you do have some experience in drawing, come and join us.
